GENERAL

In accordance with the FEI Code of Conduct for the Welfare of the Horse it is imperative that all Horses at FEI Events are physically fit and free from infectious disease before being allowed to compete.

- if the athlete comes from an EU member country, it is necessary for all horses coming to Hungary to be accompanied by an FEI passport and a sample of Annex B to Regulations 90/426 of the actual valid form. Horses must be subjected to a negative Coggins test not more than 12 months old. 

- if the athlete comes from a third country or from a non EU member country, it is necessary for all horses coming to Hungary to be accompanied by an FEI passport and a health certificate for registered equidae according to the specimen of annex II of the Commission 97/260 in the current valid issue. Horses must be subjected to a negative Coggins test not more than 12 months old. Horses must be subjected to a negative Glanders (Malleus) test not more than 12 months old.

- if the athlete comes from Romania it is necessary for all horses coming to Hungary to be accompanied by an FEI passport and a sample of Annex B to Regulations 90/426 of the actual valid form.  Horses must be subjected to a negative Coggins test not more than 30 days old. Horses must be subjected to a negative Glanders (Malleus) test not more than 12 months old. Horses from Romania may come from horse farms listed on the list in Articles 2 and 3 of Commission Decision 2010/346 / EU.
